* seek funding that supports and does not compromise our
ability to address issues objectively and freely;

* cooperate in building, working with and supporting the
work of the Transparency International Secretariat in
Berlin and support other national chapters particularly in
the Pacific region;

* maintain a balanced and diverse governing body.
